· The right not to be subjected to torture and/or cruel, inhuman, degrading  treatment or punishment

· The right to be free from gendered violence

·  The right to freedom of association

· The right to freedom of movement

·  The right to the highest attainable standard of physical and mental health

· The right to just and favourable conditions of work

· The right to an adequate standard of living

· The right to social security

·  The right of children to special protection 
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
